2.1 Assessment Methodology, Programme, Site Visits  

The on-site assessment was conducted on 6-8 April 2023. The audit programme is included as Section 2.3.  

The approach to the audit was to treat the independent smallholders as an RSPO Certification Unit. A range of 
occupational health and safety, environmental, best practice management, and social factors were covered. This 

includes consideration of topography, palm age, proximity to areas with HCVs, declared conservation areas, local 

communities engagement and workers welfare and safety. 

The Critical NC close out on-site assessment was conducted on 13 Jul 2023. The audit programs are included in 

Section 2.3. (Please remove if not applicable) 

The methodology for collection of objective evidence included physical site inspections, observation of tasks and 

processes, interviews of staff, workers and their families and external stakeholders, review of documentation and 

monitoring data. Indonesia National Interpretation 2022 of the Independent Smallholder Standard 2019 was used 
as the normative reference to assess compliance. The comments made by external stakeholders were also taken 

into account in the assessment. 

The minimum sample size is four estates. Sample size for certification unit with more than four (4) estates were 

determined based on formula N = (√y) x (z) where y is the number of estates and where z is the multiplier defined 
by risk assessment. While, the sampling of smallholders were based on the formula (√y) x (z); where y is total 

number of group member and where z is the multiplier defined by the risk assessment. The sampled smallholder 

listed in Appendix E. 

Meetings were held with stakeholders to seek their views on the performance of the company with respect to the 

RSPO requirements and aspects where they considered that improvements could be made. At the start of each 
meeting, the interviewer explained the purpose of the audit followed by an evaluation of the relationship between 

the stakeholder and the company before discussions proceeded. The interviewer recorded comments made by 

stakeholders and these have been incorporated into the assessment findings.  

Structured worker interviews with male and female workers and staff were held in private at the workplace in the 

mill and the estates. Fieldworkers were interviewed informally in small groups in the field. In addition, the wives of 
workers and staff were interviewed in informal group meetings at their housing. Separate visits were made to each 

of the local communities to meet with the village head and residents. Company officials were not present at any of 

the internal or external stakeholder interviews. A list of Stakeholders contacted is included as Section 3.4. 

The non-conformities for this audit are detailed in Section 3.3 and unless it is stated in this section, all previous 

nonconformities including minor nonconformities are remains closed.

• There is no work program for HCV Area management and monitoring 2021 

• Monitoring of HCV areas in 2021 has been carried out on 21 June 2021 and 

29 October 2021. However, it was found that the monitoring was carried out 

in areas that were not identified as HCV areas. Monitoring is carried out at 

water gates and canals 

Corrections: The Beringin Jaya Cooperative's HCV Unit has created the latest information and 
prohibition boards and placed them on the six plots that have HCVs in them. In 

addition, an HCV monitoring work program for 2022 has also been made and HCV 

monitoring has been carried out in 6 plots of member estates. 

Verification : 

The organization has installed HCV sign board in M. Ata plot on 30 April 2022. 
Instalation documentation was sighted and reviewed. The organization also has 

established HCV Monitoring Program 2021-2022 dated 1 April 2022 that consist of 

water level and peat subsidence monitoring per semester, vegetation monitoring 
per semester, pesticide monitoring in canal per semester and annual refreshment 

of HCV Area Management. 

Root Cause Analysis: Koperasi Beringin Jaya has prepared an integrated HCV identification document 
with a water management plan. However, there is still a limited understanding of 

the HCV team in implementing management and monitoring actions in HCV areas 
as well as in terms of discipline in the preparation of HCV management and 

monitoring plan documents. 

Corrective Actions: 1. The ICS Manager establishes a refreshment program for HCV management to 

ensure the HCV team understands in the management and monitoring of HCVs. 

2. The group manager of the Beringin Jaya cooperative has carried out 
socialization related to the practice of prudence in managing and maintaining 

the HCV area, and the maintenance of the warning sign to the farmers who 

are in the HCV area. 

3. The Beringin Jaya cooperative ICS manager group has revised the monitoring 

SOP No 07/SOP/UK3-NKT/ICS-KBJ/X/2018 dated 24 October 2018 with a 
revision on 21 March 2022. The SOP also regulates evaluation at least once a 

year by group manager on the implementation of HCV management. 

Verification : 

The organization has established HCV Monitoring Program 2021-2022 dated 1 April 

2022 that consist of water level and peat subsidence monitoring per semester, 
vegetation monitoring per semester, pesticide monitoring in canal per semester 

and annual refreshment of HCV Area Management. Socialization was conducted 

on 7 April 2022 to farmers group. 

Revision of SOP was sighted and reviewed. Revision of procedure by adding the 

mechanism for HCV Area Management and Monitoring.

Root Cause Analysis: The occurrence of overselling in the initial period of sales to Palm Trace was caused 

by a lack of understanding of the group manager of the Beringin Jaya cooperative 

in the process of recording quotas that could be sold and quotas in Palm Trace. 

Corrective Actions: The ICS group manager of Koperasi Beringin Jaya will make an SOP for RSPO 

Credit Sales, and not sell RSPO credit directly at 100%, but at 80%-90% first. 
 

Verification:

3.4 Stakeholders and previous landowner / user consultation 

Stakeholder consultation involved internal and external stakeholders. External stakeholders were contacted by 
telephone to arrange meetings at a location convenient to them to discuss Koperasi Beringin Jaya Certification 

Unit’s environmental and social performance, legal and any known dispute issues.  

Meetings were conducted with stakeholders to seek their views on the performance of the company with respect to 
the RSPO requirements and aspects where they considered that improvements could be made. At the start of each 

meeting, the interviewer explained the purpose of the audit followed by an evaluation of the relationship between 
the stakeholder and the company before discussions proceeded. The interviewer recorded comments made by 

stakeholders and later was verified with the management team. Any comment which is not complying to the RSPO 

P&C requirements have been incorporated as an assessment finding.   
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Structured worker interviews with male and female workers and staff were held in private at the workplace in the 
mill and the estates. Fieldworkers were interviewed informally in small groups in the field. In addition, the wives of 

workers and staff were interviewed in informal group meetings at their housing. Separate visits were made to each 
of the local communities to meet with the village head and residents. Company officials were not present at any of

Koperasi Beringin Jaya Cooperative has a mechanism related to grievance of 

member recorded on Standar Operasional Prosedur Pengaduan dan Keluhan 
Anggota dated 24 October 2018. Explaining that related to the process of 

handling complaints from members, member complaints are submitted and 
recorded by the Secretary of the Beringin Jaya Cooperative ICS (Mr. Rudi 

Mutalib). The Koperasi Beringin Jaya has also provided access to submit 

complaints by providing a Suggestion/complaint Box at the Koperasi Beringin 

Jaya office.

Worker at Koperasi Beringin Jaya are members of the surrounding village, 
possibly even members of their own families, so housing facilities for workers 

are not necessary. 

Koperasi Beringin Jaya has carried out Hazard Identification, Occupational 

Health and Safety Risk Assessment and Control which has been updated in 
January 2023.  Based on the risk identification, to mitigate the risk, the 

Cooperative has provided Personal Protective Equipment (PPE). 

The Beringin Jaya cooperative ICS Manager has provided PPE to workers based 
on the Minutes of Handover of Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) dated 

March 6, 2023, consisting of types of PPE: safety rubber boots, helmets and 

gloves which were handed over to 32 workers. 

To provide access to occupational safety and health, Manager ICS Beringin Jaya 

has provided First Aid Kit and distributed them 1 unit First Aid Kit for each 7 
Farmer Group based on the Berita Acara Serah Terima on November 17, 2022, 

and placed 2 units of first aider kits at the TBS polling place (TPH). 

During working hours, workers are usually given drinking water and food by 

farmers. 

Based on interviews with 6 sample farmers during field visits, that until now 

there has been no work accident.

Principle 4: Protect, conserve and enhance ecosystems and the environment 

Protect the environment, conserve biodiversity, enhance ecosystems and ensure sustainable management of natural resources. 

 

Preamble 

High Conservation Value (HCVs) and High Carbon Stock (HCS) forests  

This Independent Smallholder Standard is pursuing the objective of the RSPO Smallholder Strategy to increase smallholder inclusion, prioritise improved practices which 

also benefit smallholder livelihoods, whilst also upholding the core sustainability requirements. This includes the protection of areas of HCV and HCS forests. The RSPO has 

developed a simplified HCV methodology for identifying, protecting and managing HCVs that provides guidance for both existing and new planting (see here). 

Aligned with the new HCS requirements in the RSPO 2018 P&Cs, the RSPO, in consultation with the HCSA Steering Group, intends to develop a simplified combined HCV-
HCS approach to identify and protect HCS forests. The simplified and combined HCV-HCS approach for independent smallholders will be open to public consultation and 

will be published no later than November 2020.  

In the meantime, independent smallholders are not allowed to clear any primary forests or any areas required to protect or enhance HCVs and HCS forests, as committed 

by signing the Smallholder Declaration. Until the simplified combined HCV-HCS approach and tool for independent smallholders is available, new plantings will only be 

permitted in low risk areas. The definition and procedure for identification of low risk areas will be defined by a Smallholder No Deforestation Task Force. 

Remediation and Compensation Procedure (RaCP) 

Remediation and compensation are required for any clearance since November 2005 without prior HCV assessment (see criterion 4.2) and any clearance since November 

2019 without prior HCS assessment. 
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The requirements as outlined in the RaCP (2015) is not fully applicable for independent smallholders. For independent smallholders, this RSPO ISH Standard is focused on 
developing an appropriate RaCP mechanism such as on-site remediation (with funding mechanisms to be determined) as this is contextually appropriate to the scale of 

independent smallholder production and enables independent smallholders to maximise positive environmental impact on-site. The requirement means that quantified 

liability is disclosed and assessed through a land use change analysis (LUCA) supported by the RSPO Secretariat. 

Criteria 4.1: High Conservation Values (HCVs) on the smallholder plot or within the managed area and High Carbon Stock (HCS) forests identified after November 2019 

using the simplified combined HCV-HCS approach, are managed to ensure that they are maintained and/or enhanced. 

Eligibility Smallholders commit to protect HCVs and HCS forests 
through the precautionary practices approach (Refer to 

appendix 1). 

Smallholders commit to protect HCVs and HCS forests through the
